For pupils entering Forms 7, 8, 9 or 11
in 2011



Scholarships at Pittwater House

Pittwater House offers scholarships
as a method of recognising the
talents of individual pupils and as part
of a broader programme to enhance
the academic, sporting and cultural
capacity of the school community.
The School gains talented pupils who
otherwise may not have been able to
consider the opportunity of a
Pittwater House education. To be
awarded a scholarship is a significant
achievement.

A small number of scholarships are
offered annually to worthy pupils from
within and outside The Pittwater
House Schools. Scholarships are an
award for merit in the individual areas
of Academics, Performing Arts or
Sports or can be awarded across two
or all of these areas.

Application Procedure

Parents should complete and submit
the appropriate application form,
clearly indicating in which of the
categories the pupil is to be
considered. An application with two
or more categories completed will be
considered for a combined
scholarship.

Applications need to be submitted

by Friday 12 March 2010 . All
supporting documentation
(certificates and reports) are to be
photocopies only and simply stapled
to the back of the application form.
Applications are not to be

presented in portfolios . Originals
are not required as documentation
will not be returned to the applicant.

There is no fee to sit for a scholarship
at Pittwater House.

There is no means test for the award
of a scholarship. Scholarships are
only awarded to Australian Citizens
or Permanent Residents. An award
provides a full or partial remission on
the tuition fees through to Form 12
(subject to conditions) and does not
cover charges for school services not
included in the tuition fee.

The School Application for Enrolment
form is not required at this stage
unless you wish your child to attend
Pittwater House irrespective  of
scholarship grants.

On receipt of each scholarship
application a letter of
acknowledgement will be posted,
including details of the Scholarship
Day to be held on Thursday 25
March 2010.

Specialist Testing

Performing Arts candidates will be
required to audition and Sports
candidates will be required to
complete a sports trial. The
specialist testing will be held on
Wednesday 24 March 2010.



After the testing days the Scholarship
Committee will then assess the

individual performances of each
candidate, together  with  the
supporting documentation and

recommend a ‘short listt of
meritorious candidates.

Worthy candidates will then be sent a
preliminary letter which will outline
the level of the Scholarship, its value,
the School's expectations of the

Acceptance of an Offer

Successful candidates will be sent a
formal Scholarship Offer which is to
be signed and returned accepting the
scholarship and its terms and
conditions. The level of the
scholarship awarded needs to remain
confidential.

recipient, terms and conditions and
an Application for Enrolment form.
Candidates who wish to be further
considered are to return the School’s
Application for Enrolment form
together with the payment of the
$220 Application fee. An invitation to
attend a formal interview will then be
issued. Following the completion of
the interview round the Scholarship
Committee will sit again to determine
the final awards.

By accepting the Scholarship parents
will be committing their child to
enrolment at Pittwater House until the
completion of Form 12. The normal
$1200 non-refundable Enrolment Fee
will be required when returning the
acceptance letter.

Expectations of Scholarship Recipients

The recipient of a Scholarship would
be required to:

(@) meet the School's expectations
regarding pupil conduct and
behaviour

(b) participate fully in the School's
programmes and support the
School’s ethos and core values

(c) participate in one extra-
curricular school activity each
term, as a minimum.

In addition Academic recipients are
required to:

(d) achieve above 80% academic
results in core subjects
consistent with their assessed
potential as judged by the
School (assignments, course
work and other forms of
assessment are expected to be
completed to the maximum of
their ability and be submitted
on time and in accordance with
the School’s requirements).

Annually the Headmaster will monitor
and assess the above expectations
of academic progress and extra
curricular participation.
