CREATIVE ARTS AND DESIGN

The first term is always busy for pupils in Form 12 who have Major Works. There are excursions to see the best of the previous year's
HSC work.

The best Major Works are those which have been planned carefully and worked on consistently. There are very few successful works
that are rushed at the last moment. The often quoted “99% perspiration and 1% Inspiration” is very true!
