SPORTS COMPLEX PROJECT

Although there is little outward sign of it, much work has been underway on the School’'s $1.7M Sports Complex project using the
funding provided under the Commonwealth Government's Building the Education Revolution program. Designs for an efficient and
contemporary building have been finalised and an artists impression of the building is shown below.

The most obvious evidence is the removal of the University Foundation Studies buildings from behind South and West Wings in
preparation for construction and we will now be moving to call for expressions of interest to participate in the construction phase. We
expect the building to be completed during Term IV and available for use in time for the first day of Term in 2011.

Expressions of interest are invited from contractors eligible to tender under the Building the Education Revolution program for the
construction of the sports complex together with landscaping and associated civil works. The Expressions of Interest are for inclusion
on a tender list of no more than six. Tender documents will be sent electronically. Tenders will be called in approximately 14 days, for
construction commencing immediately a successful tenderer is identified, for completion before the end of 2010. The contract offered
is a modified ABIC SW-1 and will be let on the basis that there will be no variations.

Prospective tenderers are invited to provide a registration of interest by Friday 26 February 2010 detailing their ability to undertake the
project in compliance with the BER rules, together with a summary of previous experience, work and value of projects in hand, and
ability to meet construction deadlines.

FORMS 7 AND 10 IMMUNISATION CLINIC

The team of Immunisation Nurses from Northern Sydney Central Coast Health will be visiting our school again this year to offer the
Adolescent Vaccination Program to pupils in Forms 7 and 10. The following vaccinations will be offered: Form 7 Pupils - Hepatitis B —
2 doses separated by 4-6 months, Varicella (Chickenpox) — single dose only, Human Papilloma virus (females only) — 3 doses, given at
approximately 0, 2 and 6 months apart and Diptheria/Tetanus/Pertussis as a single dose. Form 10 pupils -
Diptheria/Tetanus/Pertussis (combined in one vaccine) — single dose only. A Parent Information Kit has been sent home to
parents/guardians of Form 7 and 10 pupils. It is advisable to read all the information provided, complete the consent form and return it
to the School if you wish your child to be vaccinated. Please note that only pupils with a completed original NSW Health Consent
Form will be vaccinated on the day of the clinic. A Record of Vaccination will be provided to your child on the day of the clinic.
Please ask your child for this record. Do not assume that your child has been vaccinated if you do not receive a Record of
Vaccination. It is important that all doses of the vaccination course/s are administered for optimal protection. If your child does not
attend the clinic on the day the nurses visit, he/she will be offered the vaccine at the next visit to the School. If you have any questions
regarding this programme, please contact the Public Health Unit Immunisation Team (Hornsby Office) on 9477 9019.

The dates for the clinics will be: Thursday March 11 — Forms 7 and 10 (College only), Thursday March 25 — Form 7 (College and
Grammar) and Form 10 (Grammar only), Wednesday June 9 — Form 7 (College and Grammar) and Thursday October 14 — Form 7
