ACADEMIC ACHEIVEMENT

The Australian newspaper published an interesting “league table” in the Inquirer section of Saturday’s paper. “The Nation’s Top
Schools” lists Pittwater House in the Top 100 primary schools Best in Reading and Best in Numeracy and the Top 100 secondary
schools Best in Numeracy. This is obviously very pleasing for our boys and girls to be included in these exclusive listings but there
is a level of concern about the methodology used to compile such lists from data that is taken from tests designed to benchmark
individual pupil progress against state and national outcomes. NSW has done very well in the publication and clearly dominates in
terms of the state with the most schools performing well according to the Australian’s measures. The other dominant factor in their
analysis is that schools in higher socio-economic areas do better.

We will be administering the NAPLAN tests in Week 4 and our pupils have been given opportunities to prepare for this important
assessment. In due course parents and teachers will be able to use this year’s tests to measure progress and skills development
by comparison with the achievements made in their 2008 tests.
