Each year at the end of 
May the Warringah 
Australia Remembers Trust 
holds a service of 
commemoration for those 
who defended Sydney 
during the Japanese midget 
submarine attack on the 
night of 31 May 1942.  This 
night brought World War II 
to the East Coast of 
Australia when three midget 
submarines were destroyed 
after one of them reached  
 

the inner harbour and blew up HMAS Kuttabul, a converted ferry providing sleeping 
quarters for sailors, 21 of them were killed.  One of the lost submarines was only 
discovered in 2006 by divers off Long Reef.

Tony Abbott MP, who hosted the service) provided the music and Pittwater House Cadets 
from the School unit, TS Condamine Navy Cadet Unit and 305 Squadron Air Force Cadet 
Unit provided the catafalque party.

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HUMANITIES – THE VALUE OF THE EXCURSION 

In the Humanities Department several excursions are run each term and this is a 
valued feature of our faculty.  For example, the Form 12 Geography class has 
coastal, urban and alpine field trips to enrich their understanding of the subject and 
provide the opportunity to learn practical skills.  The Legal Studies pupils recently 
visited the courts to watch real life justice.  The pupils are given stimulating, 
rewarding, experiences where they learn about themselves and the world. 
 
According to many experts, taking part in such ‘active’ learning can bring the 
textbook to life, giving pupils a first-hand experience of lessons taught in the 
classroom.  The opportunity allows pupils to travel with their peers and benefit from 
questions and interests which might have otherwise never been considered.  This 
can foster a love of exploration and create a lifelong lust for learning through new 
educational experiences.  Cleverly crafted field trips can help pupils have an 
increased ability to apply and practice what they learn. 

 
In a teaching environment where we acknowledge the value of individual learning styles and the differentiation of our presentation of 
the curriculum, the field trips can offer a kinaesthetic (learning by doing) option removed from the traditional classroom setting and the 
its methods of lecturing, reading etc.  Edgar Dale's “Cone of Experience” states that "we learn 10 percent of what we read, 20 percent 
of what we hear, 30 percent of what we see, 50 percent of what we hear and see, 70percent of what we say, and 90 percent of what 
we both say and do”. Field trips can inspire pupils to be excited about the learning process. Visiting a new place, meeting new people 
and seeing and experiencing the things they learn about in the classroom provides ways that pupils can be stimulated by their 
environment.
