NEWS FROM THE LIBRARY 
I took over the administration of the library at the beginning of Term II and I would like to express my gratitude to the teachers, pupils 
and staff of Pittwater House for giving me such a warm welcome.  I have experienced a steep learning curve, not only in learning the 
policies and procedures but in remembering all teachers and pupil’s names.  I am still struggling with that!  Nevertheless, everyone has 
been very patient as I have been finding my feet in this new environment.  
 
I have endeavoured to make as little change as possible this term in the interests of stability however it has been necessary to alter the 
library’s hours in order to provide adequate pupil supervision before, after and during School.  This change applies to Mondays and 
Fridays only when the library will now be closing at 3.30pm.  I trust this will not inconvenience too many of you.  
 
Library Opening Hours: Monday and Friday 8:00am – 3.30pm, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday 8:00am – 4:30pm. 
 
The library space at Pittwater House provides a unique environment that is light and open and one where all ages and levels of 
learning can mix and mingle.  It is not unusual to see Form 12s having a conversation with the Early Childhood pupils and this 
engagement between the two is, quite frankly, heart warming to witness. 
 
The library has been a busy and vibrant area throughout Term II with all classes from Early Childhood through to Form 6 participating in 
a Library Lesson once a week.  I am thrilled to see all pupils are interested in reading during the lessons and I am still excited by the 
enthusiasm our pupils show for borrowing and their quest for knowledge by enjoying Non fiction books.  It is, indeed, a joy to see young 
people developing a love of learning and a love of books in an age that is increasingly focused on electronic media as a source of 
knowledge and relaxation.
