FROM THE CURRICULUM OFFICE 
As we approach the end of the Term II of 2010 it is interesting to review what has been accomplished by the Form 12’s to this point.  
Term I for this group was of course last year, and all subjects greeted the new Form 12’s with their first assessment that actually 
counted for their HSC.  The year 2010 began with a ‘study breakfast’ where the seriousness of the HSC programme was stressed and 
the pupils were invited to commit themselves to a study regime initiated by the School.  ‘Hot house’ or extra academic lessons stressing 
examination performance were set up for all subjects and the pupils began to attend them all.  Then came the ‘mid year’ or mid 
programme examinations, another important assessment item for the HSC.  All of the pupils attended an interview where their goals for 
the HSC and beyond were discussed with the Headmaster and their parents.

So, there has been an intensive period of academic effort by the School and the pupils to engage them in their studies and to give them 
the opportunity to improve their results in the HSC.
