1. If you have still not logged in as a parent and need some help with this then please contact me via email and I will assist you 
with your password and instructions.  

2. Global Folder – This folder is the first heading that appears when you select the “Learning” tab at the top of the page.  Then 
click on the Global Folders option on the left hand panel to view all folders.  This folder is updated mainly by the Principal’s 
Office and it contains general and specific School information such as Abercrombie House visits, Examinations, Current 
School Information including the school phone contact directory, term dates, pupil regulations, and a variety of other practical 
school information with which parents are asked to familiarise themselves. Increasingly this is the only location where this 
important information is being distributed. 

3. Pupil access – at the start of every term there are slight timetable changes that take place and this will affect the accuracy of 
the MyHouse information. The staff will be making an effort to ensure that all pupils can view the correct information; however, 
if you notice that your child’s profile is not correct, then please feel free to pass that information on to me and I will make sure 
this is rectified.
