FIRST DAY OF TERM I

Term | opens on Tuesday 27 January 2009 at 8.30am for all pupils Kindergarten to Form 12 and 9.00 am for those in the Early
Childhood Centre. Continuing pupils should check their noticeboards on arrival for Form Room numbers and any changed room
locations.

NEW PUPILS
New Early Childhood Centre pupils  should report outside the Junior School after 9.15 am to be escorted with their parents to the
Centre. This will allow staff to settle in returning pupils and be ready to welcome new children and their families.

New Junior School pupils (Kindergarten to Form 6) should report at 8.30am to the Junior School to be shown to their classrooms.

New Secondary School pupils (Forms 7 to 12) should report on the Great Hall Concourse between 8.00 and 8.30am. One or both
parents or guardian should then attend the Welcome Assembly in the Great Hall at 8.30am for approximately half an hour.

Families enrolling children in both the Junior and Secondary Schools should take the Secondary School pupils to the Welcome
Assembly first and then go back to the Junior School.

Form 6 pupils are requested to assist on Tuesday 27 January. Please report at 8.20 am to Mrs Gonczi in the Junior School to act as
guides for new starters.

PARKING ON DAY 1

There will be overflow parking for all parents on the School oval. Please enter from Westmoreland Ave Gate 6 where you will be
directed to a position. The parking is very near the Great Hall and is ideal for new pupils/parents who are required to attend the
Secondary School Welcome Assembly.

INFORMATION UPDATE FORMS

Every pupil should have received an Information Update Form and Medical Update Form included in a distribution posted on 18
December 2008. This form contains current pupil data from our files and it is essential that details are checked, corrected and signed
off by parents in respect of every pupil. Forms must be returned by every pupil to their new Form Master or Mistress on Day 1.

The House News is also loaded on the School’s website in a .pdf version by 2pm on Wednesdays (see
www.pittwaterhouse.com.au). It is essential that parents read the House News as it contains important information about School news,
events and fixtures. You are required to sign your child’s Diary every week in the appropriate place to indicate you have received and
read the weekly House News.

SCHOOL SHOP AND CLOTHING POOL

The School Shop is open at the following times during each week of term for uniforms:

Mondays: 8am — 12 noon Tuesdays: 8am — 12 noon Wednesdays: 8am — 12 noon and 12.30 — 4.30pm
Thursdays: Closed Fridays: 8am — 12 noon

The Shop will also be open from 8am to 4 pm on the last week of each School holiday period. Pupils may purchase items from the
Shop with Smartcard ID, cash, cheque or credit card. The Shop Manager, Mrs Spark, can be contacted on 9972 5721 during Shop
hours.

The Pittwater House Parents’ Association operates a volunteer-run Clothing Pool which contains a variety of well priced items of
second hand school clothing at 1 Parkes Road (in the house next to the swimming pool and accessed via the gate at the top left hand
corner of the car park) Clothes delivered for resale must be washed and pressed and blazers must be dry cleaned. The Clothing Pool
is open during term time on: Tuesdays 8.00 - 9.15am and Thursdays at 2.00 - 3.15pm Please note only cash or cheques will be
accepted. Purchases cannot be charged to your School Account.

SECONDHAND TEXTBOOK SCHEME (STS) (FORMS 7 -12)
The Pittwater House Parents’ Association co-ordinates the distribution of secondhand textbooks. Books to be sold may
be left at the School Shop. The STS is located near the Clothing Pool at 1 Parkes Road (in the house next to the swimming pool and
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accessed via the gate at the top left hand corner of the car park) Itis open every Thursday 1.45 - 3.15pm during term time. Please
note only cash or cheques will be accepted. Purchases cannot be charged to your School Account.

HATS
For the purpose of sun protection all pupils are obliged to wear a School regulation hat or School sun hat (chosen from one of the
School styles available from the School Shop) when they are in the playground or taking part in PE or sporting activities.

PHOOSH (Pittwater House Out of School Hours)

Parents of Junior School (K - Form 6) and ECC pupils are reminded that the School offers after-school care between 3.00 and 6.00pm.
This includes homework supervision, refreshments, supervised games and use of some School facilities. Booking forms will be
available from the main School Reception in the Rex Morgan Wing at the start of Term.

STUDENT CARD

A Pittwater House Student Card with ‘My Student Account’ smartcard technology will be issued to all pupils during Week 1. The card
must be carried at all times as it formally identifies the bearer as a current Pittwater House pupil and is used for all library borrowing,
attendance checks, canteen purchases and bus travel.

SCHOOL PHOTOS

The 2009 class and individual photos will be taken for all pupils K-12 on Friday 30 January 2009. All pupils will need to wear full formal
summer uniform. Secondary pupils will be expected to wear their School blazer for the photograph, as this will be their formal portrait
for the 2009 Pittwaterman annual. Individualised order forms will be sent home with pupils on Tuesday 27 January 2009.

MEDICAL INSURANCE AND LIABILITY

All families are advised to have their children adequately covered for the cost of treatment for accidents, injury or sickness. Present
Federal Law prohibits the School from paying for or having the cost of hospitalisation or medical practitioners’ fees covered by our
insurance.

School Student Accident Insurance Cover is provided through the School’s insurers, AON Insurance Services, by payment of an annual
premium (to be advised shortly) which will be billed to all parents in Term I. The AON Plan provides 24 hours per day, 7 days per week
protection for permanent disability events, benefits for broken bones and damaged teeth, burns, bed care, home help, tutorials, extra
travel, emergency transport, physiotherapy, dentist, private hospital and the like (non-Medicare medical expenses). It includes School
fee relief following the accidental death of a pupil’s parent/guardian/benefactor, up to $10,000 payable to the School; and its
geographical scope is world-wide.

All pupils are adequately covered under the Public Liability Policy of the School anywhere in Australia. All parents are required to sign
an approved “Permission Note” for all excursions and activities off campus. Off campus walking trips to places such as Dee Why
Reserve, Courtsportz and Long Reef for PE and Dee Why canal for Streamwatch are covered when you sign the Pupil Information
Update Form to be returned on Day 1.

INTERVIEWS

All parents are reminded that all members of the teaching staff are available to discuss pupil progress at any time by appointment
throughout the year. Parent/Teacher Nights are also programmed throughout the year. The dates for Secondary School
Parent/Teacher Nights for 2009 can be located on the School's website.

JUNIOR SCHOOL PARENTS (ECC to FORM 6) ORIENTATION EVENINGS

All parents of Prep and Junior College pupils are reminded that there will be an Orientation Evening for you starting at 6 pm.:

3 February: Forms 3 — 6 and 4 February : ECC — Form 2. There will be an overview for 2009 by the Head of the Junior Schools, Mrs
Gonczi and specialist teachers. This will then be followed by more detailed presentations by class teachers in your child’s Form room.

DRESS AND APPEARANCE

Pupils are expected on Day 1 to be properly prepared to commence School. It is essential that all uniform and appearance is in
accordance with the School rules. Boys must have correct hair cuts; girls similarly must follow the hair and make-up rules. All pupils
must adhere to jewellery guidelines and have the necessary shoes, belts and other key items of uniform as a Uniform Parade will be
held on the first day of Term.

SPORT AND EXTRA CURRUCULAR

All pupils will be expected to register for an activity in Term I.  Swimmers in particular will need to be prepared for many carnivals. All
sportsmen and sportswomen each must have the correct shirts, shorts and track suits to wear. Pupils must wear the correct sporting
uniform or they will not participate.

SWIMMING CARNIVALS Please check the dates and time for your child’s swimming carnival in the Calendar on the School’s website.
All carnivals are held in the School Pool and on these days overflow parking will be provided at the North end of the School Oval.
Carnivals will be postponed or stopped if severe weather prevails on the day.

PUPILS’ CARS
Over the vacation period the School has reviewed its position in regard to pupils driving to School and have decided that this is a
responsibility between parent and pupil. There is no longer a need to complete a ‘Permission to Drive/Passenger’ form to School.
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ARRIVALS AND DEPARTURES BY CAR

The main vehicular access to the campus is at 70 South Creek Road. Visitors to the School should park in this School Car Park.
Parking on Westmoreland Avenue is limited because of bus zone restrictions. Pupils are prohibited from parking in the School car
park.

Pedestrians entering the School must use the footpaths and not walk on the driveways. Driveways are fenced and pedestrians
should use gates to access parking areas. All parents and visitors moving to and from the School should note the following points.
a. Use Westmoreland Avenue only for Grammar and College set-down or pick-up. Do not block driveways.
b.  All taxi collection or drop off occurs in drop-off/pick-up zone via 70 South Creek Road.
d. Inthe interests and safety of all concerned, all drivers are asked to:
i. not block gates by parking or standing vehicles close to or across driveways.
ii. inthe morning, use the “Kiss-Drop-Go” zone operating in the car park. No driver may leave their vehicle unattended in this
lane.
iii. in the afternoon, collect pupils quickly and move off.
iv. not attempt to turn a car by backing or driving into the School’s or anyone else’s driveway, but keep going in the one
direction. Go around the block if necessary.
v. always hold hands if walking with children under 10 years of age.
vi observe the 10 kmh speed limit in the car park
vii. avoid dropping off children so that they have to cross roads unaccompanied.
viii always observe the 40 km/h zones around any School.

“Kiss-Drop-Go” Traffic Lane

All drivers please note:

« use the left lane for dropping off pupils

« drivers must not get out of their car for any purpose (if you need to assist your child you will need to park in a car parking space)
* be patient - traffic in the left lane will move on and exit in a short time

« follow directions of any Traffic Warden on duty

BUS PASSES - K TO FORM 12 INCLUSIVE

Only new pupils and those entering Form 3 and Form 7 must complete an application form if they live outside a 2.3 km radius and/or a
2.9 km walking distance from the School and will be travelling regularly by bus. Application forms can be collected from the main
Reception in the Rex Morgan Wing. New passes will be automatically issued to those holding 2008 passes.

PITTWATER HOUSE PRIVATE BUS SERVICE

The School operates three bus services around areas of the North Shore and the Northern Beaches to assist many of our pupils who
are not conveniently served by commercial or government buses. The buses arrive at school at approximately 8.15am and drop off in
reverse route in the afternoons departing the School shortly after 3.30pm.

PH*1 — AVALON/BAYVIEW

The bus travels from North Avalon Shops, travels south, stopping at Avalon, Barrenjoey Rd at Newport and Mona Vale, Bayview,
Narrabeen and Collaroy.

PH*2 - WAHROONGA/ST IVES/BAYVIEW

The bus travels from Wahroonga (Westbrook Rd and Endeavour St), St Ives, Terrey Hills (Booralie Rd), Ingleside, Elanora Heights
(Powderworks Rd), Bayview Heights, Bayview, Narrabeen (Garden Street), Warriewood and Narrabeen (Garden Street) .

PH*3 — MOSMAN/MANLY/HARBORD

The bus travels from Bridgepoint, Spit Junction via Seaforth (St Paul's Church), Nth Balgowlah (Bangaroo St), Balgowlah
(Condamine St), Manly, Harbord (Oliver St) and Dee Why (Griffin Rd).

Bus fares are charged to your School account and must be settled at the end of the month. Seats must be booked prior to the
commencement of each term. Booking forms are available from the bus drivers or the Main Reception. Any enquiries about the bus
runs can be directed to the Mr Harry Price in the Campus Facilities Office on telephone 9972 5715 or harry.price@tphs.nsw.edu.au.
Even if you have previously used this service in 2008 you are required to rebook your child’s place for 2009
