I would like to alert all families to the concerns of ‘stranger danger’.  Sadly, every now and then we need to be reminded of this reality. 
A parent has reported recent incidents at Newport involving a suspicious white van with darkened windows following pupils home. One 
of our senior girls was followed by a man in a green sedan in South Creek Rd late one afternoon last week. This person also made 
inappropriate advances by offering a lift and his details have been reported to the police.  It is therefore timely to encourage all parents, 
and pupils from Kindergarten to Form 12 to be vigilant. Now that some of our pupils use iPods and other distracting devices when 
walking home from school there is a concern that the wearer tends to be oblivious to what is happening around them.  All incidents of 
stalking, following, make offers of lifts should be reported to the police in the first instance and then to your Head of School.  Teachers 
will be speaking to their pupils and I would encourage all parents even with older children to take the time to remind them of potential 
dangers.  By everyone being more vigilant we have a greater chance of combating this insidious concern.

HEALTH CENTRE 
As we have all probably seen in the news over the last week, there has been an increase in Cryptosporidiosis cases in public 
swimming pools.  The NSW Department of Health has urged people, particularly young children who have been sick with diarrhoea, not 
to enter swimming pools until at least two weeks after they have completely recovered.  Cryptosporidiosis is a diarrhoeal disease 
caused by a parasitic infection of the intestine.  The most common symptoms include diarrhoea, stomach cramps, and sometimes 
fever, nausea and vomiting.  There is no specific treatment for the condition and symptoms may last a few weeks.  To avoid getting 
infected with the parasite:  Always wash your hands thoroughly for 10 seconds with soap and running water after using the toilet, 
changing nappies, or handling animals, avoid swallowing or putting pool water into your mouth, avoid drinking untreated water. 
 
Here at Pittwater House, the pool adheres to the NSW Health guidelines and all levels are checked twice a day.  If there are any 
concerns contact the Health Centre on 9972 5734.
