
 

On 7 February 1962 six boys sat in front of 
their teacher, Mr Rex Morgan, for the first 
school day of Pittwater House. Then it was a 
Prep School and within a few months had 
outgrown its first home, the Thomas Vickers 
Hall in Curl Curl.  The school moved twice 
before occupying the first building here at 
Collaroy in 1964. By 1968 the Grammar 
School opened and the HSC was offered.  In 
1975 the Girls College was established and 
in 1977 the Junior Girls College all under the 
direction of the Founder.  Last week, the 
Founder joined the School Family for the 
Foundation Day Service and the great House 
Relay involving every Form group from 
Kindergarten to Form 12. 
 
The Founder was the guest speaker and 
spoke about his vision, the early history of 
the School and his ethos which remains 
central to the Pittwater House philosophy 
today.  The Secondary Brass conducted by 
Mr Coyle and Mr Abraham on the grand 
organ provided inspiring music throughout 
the Service supported by the Choir 
conducted by Ms Rubie. 
 
The House Relays were won by Sutherland 
and Osborne-Brown.  All competitors were 
supported by a their Houses in a carnival 
atmosphere. As usual our traditional parade 
of the School flags and flags of the world was 
led by the Cadet Unit Drum Corps. 
 
Thank you to the many parents and friends 
who joined us for our School birthday and 
especially to the many pupils who 
participated on the day.

MUMPS 
A pupil has been diagnosed with the Mumps.  Common symptoms include, fever, loss of appetite, tiredness and headaches followed by 
swelling and tenderness of the salivary glands (within cheeks, near the jaw line and below the ears).  Mumps is spread when a person 
breathes in the mumps virus that has been coughed or sneezed into the air by an infected person and via direct contact with infected 
saliva.  People with mumps can be infectious up to 7 days before and 9 days after swelling of the salivary glands begins.  There is no 
specific treatment for mumps.  Simple analgesia may reduce pain and fever.  Warm or cold packs to the swollen glands may provide 
relief.  Fortunately, with immunisation, this is a very uncommon illness.

FORMS 7 AND 10 IMMUNISATION CLINIC 
The team of Immunisation Nurses from Northern Sydney Central Coast Health will be visiting our school again this year to offer the 
Adolescent Vaccination Program to pupils in Forms 7 and 10.  The following vaccinations will be offered:  Form 7 Pupils  - Hepatitis B – 
2 doses separated by 4-6 months, Varicella (Checkenpox) – single dose only and Human Papillomavirus (females only) – 3 doses, 
given at approximately 0, 2 and 6 months.  Form 10 pupils  - Diptheria/Tetanus/Pertussis (combined in one vaccine) – single dose 
only.  A Parent Information Kit will be sent home to parents/guardians of Form 7 and 10 pupils.  It is advisable to read all the 
information provided, complete the consent form and return it to the School if you wish your child to be vaccinated.  Please note that 
only pupils with a completed original NSW Health Consent Form will be vaccinated on the day of the clinic.  A Record of Vaccination 
will be provided to your child  on the day of the clinic.  Please ask your child for this record.   Do not assume that your child has been 
vaccinated if you do not receive a Record of Vaccination.  It is important that all doses of the vaccination course/s are administered for 
optimal protection.  If your child does not attend the clinic on the day the nurses visit, he/she will be offered the vaccine at the next visit 
to the School.
