Leadership Forum 
 

This term we have been learning about Australian animals, in particular, Australian 
mammals.  This excursion was a wonderful way to consolidate what we have been 
learning in Science as the wildlife sanctuary has an extensive collection of native reptiles 
and marsupials. 
 

We had an energetic hands-on performance with reptilian favorites and cute and cuddly 
creatures of the Australian bush.  Many of the children and teachers were given the 
opportunity during the show to hold a range of non-venomous snakes and lizards.  We 
were all encouraged to pat these creatures.  This show was a fantastic educational tool 
that covered a range of environmental issues.  The children thoroughly enjoyed the 
interactive nature of the show. 
 

We listened to a talk about the Tasmanian devil and learnt how the Reptile Park is helping 
to save the Tasmanian devil from extinction.  It was fabulous to see three young, healthy 
devils interacting with each other in their habitat.  After the show we visited the Spider 
World exhibit and the Lost World of Reptiles.  These were also a fun and entertaining way 
of looking at Australian animals.  The nine metre python was particularly impressive. 
 

We saw many other Australian animals we have been learning about this term including 
wombats, dingoes and flying foxes.  The feeding session of the turtles and Galapagos 
tortoise was also fun and hands-on.  The free ranging animals within the sanctuary 
seemed to enjoy our company as much as we enjoyed being there. 
 

The first hand observations and interactive nature of the park made this not only an 
informative but enjoyable day for all.  Thank you to the parents who came and to the girls 
and boys who were fine examples of children who attend our School.

FORM 12 EXAMINATIONS 
HSC pupils have commenced their end of semester examinations this week.  This marks the end of two term’s work to be specifically 
examined in the HSC this October.  The “Habits Of Mind” the School has adopted to run through the curriculum are particularly 
important in this exercise as questions focus on the processes involved in critical thinking. 
 
PUPIL ADVISORY COMMITTEE 
Pupil Advisory Committee meetings have been held every fortnight this term chaired by Second Prefects Maresa van den Brink (C12) 
and Pierce Howell (G12).  Pupils select their representatives from each Form group to represent both Grammar and College.  The 
Second Prefects construct an Agenda and keep Minutes.  Matters raised have covered topics such as School rules, uniforms, recycling 
and charity projects. 
 
MOBILE PHONES / IPODS 
The School is reviewing its policy on mobile phones as a result of numerous breaches of current policy.  Our review has concluded that 
they be left in lockers all day or with the Headmaster for security.  Some pupils have been taking them to class and sending text 
messages.  This is unacceptable as bullying can occur, cheating in exams are a possibility and large phone bills can be run up.  Some 
pupils have also been making social calls at break periods when they should be focused on School activities.  If they have to make a 
family call they can go to main Reception.  The current rule with IPODS is that they are only allowed to be used by Form 11 and 12 in 
study lessons or for specific curriculum lessons in IPT or other specific learning uses where designated.  They are a safety risk as 
pupils cannot hear instructions and in the case of emergency they cannot hear alarms.  I have seen a pupil almost knocked down by a 
car in Parkes Road due to having his earphones on and he did not hear the car approaching.  Once the policies are determined there 
will be a tightening up as the risks at present of misadventure are too great and we are supposed to be focused on learning.
