HEALTH NEWS - ALLERGY AWARENESS

Anaphylaxis is a severe and potentially life threatening allergic reaction. We want to do our best to keep those at risk, as safe as
possible. The most common allergens in school aged children are peanuts, eggs, tree nuts (eg cashews), cow’'s milk, fish and
shellfish, wheat, soy, sesame, latex, certain insect stings and medication. Signs and symptoms include hives/rash, tingling in and
around the mouth, abdominal pain, vomiting, diarrhoea, facial swelling, coughing or wheezing, difficulty breathing or swallowing and
loss of consciousness. Being allergy aware means being informed about allergies and their triggers. Partnership between the School
and parents is important in ensuring that foods or items which pose a health risk are identified and kept away from these pupils. Here
at Pittwater House we encourage no sharing/trading of food, food utensils or food containers. Pupils with severe food allergies should
only eat lunches and snacks that have been prepared at home. The avoidance of the food triggers eg peanut butter and Nutella etc. is
the only way to prevent a reaction. If there are any questions regarding anything to do with allergies or your child’s health please call
the Health Centre.
