HEALTH CENTRE UPDATE - SWINE FLU

Swine flu (influenza) is a respiratory disease of pigs caused by type A influenza. People do not normally get swine flu, however human
infections can and do occur and cases of human-to-human spread of swine flu virus have been recently confirmed. Human cases of
the swine flu have been identified in the USA, Mexico, Canada and a number of other countries. There have been NO confirmed cases
of swine flu in NSW or Australia.

The Symptoms of swine flu are similar to normal influenza (flu), fever, cough, tiredness, muscle aches, sore throat, chills, shortness of
breathe, runny nose, nausea, vomiting, diarrhoea and headaches. Symptoms generally appear between two to four days after
exposure. If you have returned from the USA, Mexico and Canada within the last 7 days and are feeling unwell with any flu like
symptoms please contact your GP.

There are many things we can do to prevent getting and spreading influenza;
1. Covering your mouth when you cough and regularly washing your hands.
2. Use tissues when you cough and sneeze and throw them away in the bin after use.
3. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way
4. Try to avoid close contact with sick people

If you are sick stay at home away from work or school treat the symptoms and seek advice from your family doctor.

PITTWATER HOUSE PRIVATE BUS RUNS

On the last day of term a young boy from Form 2 was hit by a car as he dashed across the road from where he had alighted from our
bus to meet his father, who was on the other side of the road. The circumstances contributing to the accident (as with all such
incidents) were complicated and included such factors as the boy being anxious to get off the bus and a car passing the bus just at that
moment when his concentration was diverted. Fortunately, | am happy to report that the boy was not seriously injured and after a night
in hospital under observation he was back to full speed within a couple of days.

However, the incident has again highlighted the challenges and risks involved with young passengers on our services and serves as a
timely reminder of the School’s policy that children under 10 years of age travelling on our private bus services need to be met at the
bus by a responsible adult unless very specific consent has been given to the School by the parents for the child to either proceed off
the bus accompanied by an older sibling or to proceed unaccompanied. Unless a young passenger’s escort has actually arrived at the
bus stop the driver will not let them off the bus and will call the parent concerned at the contact number provided on the passenger
manifests. If no contact can be made and the pupil has not been able to be released under supervision within five minutes the driver
will need to depart and the pupil will need to remain on board while the bus continues on its journey and as further attempts are made
to contact the parent. Over the term break all the busses have been fitted with hands-free mobile phones to aid communication in the
event of any issues or emergencies that arise in the future. As | am sure all families can appreciate and will support, the safety of all
passengers is the principle concern of the School. | have reaffirmed to all staff drivers that if they are in any doubt about the safety of
the pupils travelling on their service or are concerned about any arrangements that are in place they are to err on the side of caution
and risk the possible inconvenience to families until the matter can be resolved.

The private bus services are again very heavily subscribed with all three services fully booked for Term Il and a healthy waiting list for
permanent reservations being maintained. The method for securing a permanent booking is to complete the School’'s standard
transport booking form, a copy of which is attached to this newsletter. Forms are also available from the drivers on the bus or from the
Fleet Manager. Bookings must be reconfirmed each term. With all services fully subscribed there is the very real prospect that there
will not be a seat available on the bus without a booking and the driver will be forced to leave a pupil stranded. To avoid this | must
again ask all parents to ensure that bookings for travel on each of the School’s three private bus services — including requests for a
casual booking - are made in advance of travel.

Lastly, but by no means least, | am pleased to advise that Mrs Laurinda Atkinson has been appointed to the role of Transport
Coordinator and Fleet Manager as a permanent replacement effective from Monday 27 April. Mrs Atkinson comes to the School from
an engineering role at QANTAS.
