Health Alert — Swine Flu

The human swine flu is continuing to spread internationally. There are a growing number
of Australian cases, including in NSW. If the spread is not contained Australian health
authorities will increase Australia’'s Pandemic Alert level. In that case it is likely schools
will face closures for a limited time (as has already occurred in isolated cases in Victoria).

Following NSW Health's advice to limit the potential exposure, Pittwater House will
exclude pupils who have been in countries that have had community or school
transmission of the virus. As incubation of the human swine flu is between 1 and 7 days
such exclusions will last for 7 days after the return from travel.

Good hygiene minimises the spread of infections.
Simple precautions that prevent the catching and spreading of seasonal influenza
include:
« covering your mouth and nose if you cough or sneeze
« washing your hands after contact with soiled tissues or any contact with nose or
throat discharge
« if pupils or staff are sick, advise them to stay home and seek medical attention, if
appropriate.

A FLYING VISIT TO PITTWATER HOUSE

On Tuesday 19 May the School played host to forty-five VIP guests from
PIPE Networks Limited, as the company used the School oval for an
improvised heliport to ferry passengers out to sea to view their cable ship,
which has now completed laying a submarine telecommunications cable
from Guam to Sydney. This was a major media event for PIPE Networks
and marked the near completion of this $200m project. The cable makes
landfall at Collaroy Beach and is connected to a cable landing station in
Dymphna St Cromer. The School’s facilities department demonstrated their
usual flexibility and turned the oval into an airfield under the guidance of Mr
Alderson, the Business Manager, who called on his experience as a former
Air Force Air Traffic Control Officer to make sure things ran safely and
smoothly. Form 6 provided invaluable service as VIP ushers to ensure that
guests were safely escorted from the Form 12 Common Room to the edge of
the “airfield” where the Helicopter Company’s marshals then took over to
load the aircraft. Louis Langoulant (Form 6) was lucky enough to score a
VIP ride out in the helicopter to see the cable ship operations for himself. Reverend Butterworth, Mr Hudson and Miss Birch were also
given a chance to experience a helicopter flight for the first time. All pupils from ECC to Form 12 enjoyed the spectacle and learned a
little more about how aircraft operate. PIPE Network were extremely grateful for the assistance provided by Pittwater House and have
made a very generous donation to the School’s building fund as a token of their appreciation.

Families who wish to reserve seats on any of the School private bus runs must rebook seats each term. Bookings for Term Ill are now
open.

June. Bookings for Term Il will then be confirmed by the Fleet Supervisor with each family in the last week of Term Il. As seats are
allocated on a “first in first allocated” basis, | would encourage all families to send in their booking requests as quickly as possible.

With all services fully subscribed there is the very real prospect that there will not be a seat available on the bus without a booking. To
avoid this | must again ask all parents to ensure that bookings for travel on each of the School’s three private bus services — including
requests for a casual booking - are made in advance of travel.

Having a Tax File Number (TFN) is an essential part of interacting with the tax system. The Australian Tax Office has agreed
arrangements with the School to provide a streamlined application process for pupils wishing to obtain a TFN. The main advantage to
pupils of applying via the School is that the School is authorised to confirm the identity of the applicant and so the requirements to
provide proof of identify documents is generally covered by the information already held by the School.
