• Mr Browning is investigating the possibility of additional teams to participate in interschool sports games.

HORIZONS NEWS 
This week a team of pupils from Forms 7, 8, 9, and 10 will travel to Knox Grammar School to compete in the Da Vinci Decathlon.  This 
is an annual event where schools compete in a day of extension activities and competitions ranging from solving secret codes and 
mathematical problems to designing an advertising campaign.  I am sure it will prove to be a valuable experience for the pupils 
involved. 
The pupils in Form 3 are beginning work on their natural disaster extension activity.  The pupils in Form 2 are progressing well in their 
reading groups. It is good to see the many parents who give their time to help the teachers in the Junior School with reading groups.  
We thank you for this, as your support ensures that pupils can work in small groups on activities at an appropriate level. 
Pupils working on Individual Education Programmes (IEP’s) are being continually monitored by class teachers and myself.  It is 
pleasing to see these pupils progressing through the curriculum at their own level.  The small class sizes in the Junior School ensure 
that teachers are able to differentiate the curriculum to suit each pupil’s needs.  Research has shown that small class sizes prove to be 
an effective tool to help pupils with learning difficulties to be able to access the curriculum. 
Brain Teaser:  Bob weighs 20kg more than his sister, Barbara.  Their combined weight is 100 kg.  How much does Bob weigh? 
Last week’s answer: 46.5 seconds.  
Solution: If he runs up 8 steps – 34.5 secs, if he runs up 14 – 25.5 secs.  Therefore 6 steps equals 9 secs or 1.5 secs per step.  Total 
steps equals 8 + 34.5/1.5 = 31 steps.  31 steps x 1.5 secs = 46.5 secs. Mrs M Cross, Horizons Coordinator 
 
CYBERBULLYING 
What is Cyberbullying? Cyberbullying is when a child is tormented, threatened, harassed, humiliated, embarrassed or otherwise 
targeted by another child, using the Internet, interactive and digital technologies or mobile phones.  The critical defining element 
requires that both the instigator and the target are children. 
 

Parent responsibility: Parents need to get involved and be aware of the issues associated with their children’s use of the internet and 
communications technologies. Take the time to learn everything you can about information and communication technologies and how 
your child is using them. Talk to them about the places they go online and the activities that they are involved in. Encourage your child 
to come to you if anybody says or does something that makes them feel uncomfortable or threatened. Stay calm and keep the lines of 
communication and trust open. If you “freak out” they won’t turn to you for help when they need it. 
 

Watch out for signs that your child is being cyberbullied – a reluctance to use the computer or go to school may be an indication.   Take 
action if you feel cyberbullying is coming from a pupil at school by meeting with the school and asking for our help in resolving the 
situation. Advise your child not to reply to any messages from a bully.  Often if bullies don’t receive a response they will give up.  Learn 
how to block a bully, so they can’t make any further contact. Do not confiscate your child’s mobile phone or remove their internet 
access. This will make them less likely to speak to you about their problems, as they will be afraid you will take away an important 
social outlet for them. Children will often find ways around this anyway and will try to gain access to the technology without your 
knowledge. 
 

Always keep usernames and passwords secret. Report any incident of online harassment and physical threats to your local police and 
your Internet Service Provider (ISP).  
 

What is Social Networking? Social networking happens on a variety of services like YouTube, MySpace, Facebook and Twitter. 
These websites allow users to create profiles, communicate with others and form networks of friends. Users can participate in a range 
of activities including chatting, sharing information and photos and posting comments in forums, blogs or discussion groups.  
Different social networking sites have different purposes, including to:  

• create communities of friends— MySpace and Bebo  
• create and download video content— YouTube and Google Video 
• share still photos—Facebook and Flickr.  (CyberSmart Guide) 

 

What Parents Can Do About Social Networking: 
• set house rules about when children can give out or share personal information such as name, home address and home or 

mobile number  
• encourage children to develop their own moral code so they will choose to behave ethically with the technologies. Talk to them 

about responsible use and to never write or say anything that they wouldn’t want the whole world - including you - to read or 
hear about.  

• encourage children to think before they put anything online. Information posted online can be there indefinitely  
• advise children to set profiles to ‘private’ so that only people they want to see it can  
• encourage children to be careful when making new friends online— they might not be who they say they are—and never 

arrange to meet an online friend.  (CyberSmart Guide) 
• remember it is best if your child’s computer is in a public part of your home Mr B King, Deputy Head - Curriculum
