SHINGLES DISEASE

The School community has a couple of cases of shingles at the moment. Shingles occur when the virus that causes chickenpox starts
up again in your body. After you get better from chickenpox, the virus “sleeps” (is dormant) in your nerve roots. In some people, it
stays dormant forever. In others, the virus “wakes up” when disease, stress, or aging weakens the immune system. It is not clear why
this happens but after the virus becomes active again, it can only cause shingles, not chickenpox. Early symptoms of shingles include
headache, sensitivity to light and flu-like symptoms without a fever, followed by itching, tingling, or pain where a band, strip, or small
area of rash may appear several days or weeks later. A rash can appear anywhere on the body but will only be on one side of the
body, the left or right. The rash will first form blisters, then scab over, and finally clear up over a few weeks. You can't catch shingles
from someone else with shingles. You can only get shingles if you have had the chickenpox. However, someone who hasn't had
chickenpox is susceptible to contracting the chickenpox virus from a person with shingles by direct contact with fluid from the blisters.
There is no cure for shingles, but treatment may help you get well sooner and prevent other problems. Call your doctor as soon as you
think you may have shingles. The sooner you start treatment, the better it works. Sr | Schouller
