NAPLAN Results 
NAPLAN results have arrived and all pupils in Forms 3, 5, 7, and 9 would have brought home their individual results on Monday.  
Parents should note carefully that the graphs provide you with individual results compared to the School (either Prep, Grammar, 
Junior College or College) and the national average.  There are some very useful indicators in the results and your teachers are 
analysing these and will be able to discuss details and queries with you.  First point of contact will be your Form Tutor (7 and 9) or 
class teacher (3 and 5).  Commentary on the School’s overall performance can be found over the page from Mr Orrock.  I am very 
pleased we can claim to be performing at double the state average in numeracy and well above in literacy. Mr R V H Morgan, Principal

FROM THE HEADMASTER 
The keenly anticipated NAPLAN results arrived this week and were sent out with pupils.  The results display each pupils position in 
literacy and numeracy as an individual compared firstly to the School average and secondly to the National average.  The Hon Verity 
Firth, Minister for Education has been making much of the fact that NSW has emerged as the top ranking state in both measures.  To 
say therefore that Pittwater House has fared extraordinarily well compared to the State average is to say even more when compared to 
the nation.  The School is considerably above the state average for Literacy and about twice the average for Numeracy.  The results 
allow for comparisons over the last two years in what is referred to as ‘value added’.  They show how literacy and numeracy have 
moved forward over those two years.  These results are most pleasing and encouraging.  The statistics now have to be studied closely 
to look for any pupils who may have not improved enough and put strategies in place for them.  On the other hand we will also be 
looking at those pupils who have done very well to ensure they are being enriched.  The key points are: 

• Pittwater House generally ranks a band above the NSW average  
• Pittwater House has twice the NSW average number of pupils in the top Bands in numeracy in Forms 7 and 9  
• 65% of G9 and 62% C9 scored Band 9 or 10 compared with the State average of 30% in Overall Numeracy 
• 33% of G7 scored Band 9 compared with the State average of 14% in Overall Numeracy 
• 58% of C7 scored in Bands 8 and 9 compared with the State average of 33% in Overall Numeracy 
• P&J5’s Overall Literacy results were almost 2 Bands higher than the State 
• In Overall Numeracy P&J3’s 100% of the pupils scored in the top 3 Bands compared with the State average of 65% 

 
A significant proportion of our boys and girls have shown 'growth' or improvement from 2007 results to higher "Bands" in 2009 which is 
a good indicator of the value-add which occurs at Pittwater House. 
 
The McGrath School Spirit Awards  were presented at a special combined assembly last week and I was able to welcome former 
Pittwater House parent Mrs Jillian McGrath who is principal at McGrath Real Estate in Mona Vale to present the awards for 2009 to: 
Monique Macri (C12), Alexander Brooke (G12) Maria Wang (J6), and Mitchell Yeomans (P6).  At this assembly we were also 
entertained by the Big Band whose musical ability has reached new heights. 
 
It is exciting to hear that the Form 10 Debating team are going straight to The Grand Final at St Ignatius Riverview on Friday 25 
September.  Congratulations to Stephanie McArthur, Jessica Goddard, Natalie Molen-Grigull and Myles Haslam on this outstanding 
achievement. 
 
There is a separate report in the Housenews about the National Schools Championships at Falls Creek.  Congratulations to the 
medallists who performed so well against the best in Australia.  A special farewell to Nick Karlowatz who finishes Form 12 this year and 
will return to Austria for competition.  Nick told us at Assembly he has not seen an Australian Summer for eight years.
