Safe Cycling Badge - This is a biking event to promote the idea of a Safe Cycling Badge. According to the Sydney Household Travel
Survey one in five people in the Northern Beaches owns a bike. The Safe Cycling Badge is designed to encourage cycling amongst
boys and girls through a safe cycling education program allowing them to understand the rudiments of safe cycling and general bike
maintenance. The local organisers, with the support of Manly Police and the Roads and Traffic Authority, include a helmet
demonstration and roadworthiness test of children’s bikes. There is also an escorted bike ride on the day. According to Mr Ron
Krueger, event organiser, the event will help to raise awareness levels of the benefits of cycling including increased fitness, lower
obesity levels, and general well being.
