Assessment Rank Order Notices will be available on the Students Online website from 5.00 pm on Friday 13 November 2009, five days 
earlier than previously advised.  
 
Pupils will see the order in which they have been ranked in their school for each course and must tell the School immediately if they 
think a ranking is incorrect.  Any appeals must be lodged with School Principals by Friday 20 November. 
 
It is very important that pupils check that their assessment ranks are correct in each course as these will affect their final HSC results.
