MESSAGE FROM THE HEADMASTER
Junior School classes are in rehearsal for the Christmas concert, however are still focusing on continuing important Literacy and
Numeracy work until the last day of term.

Pupils in Forms 7-10 have just finished exams. The next stage of review is so important for pupils. When exams are passed back it is
important that they write in the correct answers and seek answers on how not to repeat the error. Analysis of the overall paper should
reveal areas of strength and weakness so focus can be placed on those areas where marks can be improved. Lesson programmes
continue right to the end of the year.

The HSC briefing evening next Tuesday is going to focus on academic issues but also address social issues of how to best cope in
Form 12. This will address balancing study with family duties, social and physical activities. We plan to have a parent talk about their
recent experiences, particularly to help those parents new to the HSC.

We look forward to meeting new parents to the School this Thursday when 2010 Form 7 pupils come for placement tests and parents
come to meet network parents and receive detailed information on daily routines.

SCHOOL CAR PARK

Thank you to the many parents who provided feedback to the School on issues of car park safety. The suggestions on improvements
are very welcome and each is considered carefully to see how it can be implemented. Car park safety is a whole-of-school
responsibility and so the more people who are turning their mind to the almost limitless challenges involved, the better. Over the
Christmas break we will again be undertaking a “refresh” of the car park lines and directions to improve visibility and will be adding an
additional pedestrian crossing at the western end of the Kiss-Drop-Go Zone.

This week users of the car park have been inconvenienced by the need to make emergency repairs to the storm water drain in the rear
traffic lane. The drain cover was badly damaged and fell into the drain, which has necessitated repairs to the concrete borders and the
fitting of a new drain cover. Unfortunately, the repairs could not be delayed as the damage was quite significant.

A number of parents have reported incidences of drivers disobeying the car park rules with special mention of drivers who proceed
down the rear traffic lane in the wrong direction or, more disturbingly still, exit the car park via the entrance driveway. These incidences
seem to be most prevalent first thing in the morning before the “rush hour” of drop-off and during the after-school hours between
4.30pm and 6pm. It would appear that most of the offenders are from the community groups who are accessing our out of school
activity programs, of which there are now many. The School has written to each group to remind them of their commitment to adhere
to the School rules as part of the approval to access our facilities, so hopefully these episodes will now be a thing of the past. Again,
thank you to those parents who reported poor car park discipline to the School as it allows prompt follow-up action.

All families are asked to please follow the car park procedures at all times — even during “out of hours” periods. There have been many
incidences in recent weeks where vehicles have been parked in the Kiss-Drop-Go Zone as well as in other non-parent parking bays
(such as the School Vehicle bays). These bays and the rules around parking in the Kiss-Drop-Go Zone are designed to ensure that
there is clear access in the car park at all times. Although the front row of the car park often appears to have vacant spaces in it at the
“peak” times of morning and afternoon drop-off, | must ask parents not to use them. If this row is used for drop offs and pick ups the
traffic flow in the car park is severely disrupted by vehicles reversing out into the main traffic lanes. Reversing vehicles pose the
greatest threat to pedestrians (especially little pedestrians) and so we must try and minimise this. For this reason, these spaces have
been allocated to specific members of staff with the intention that the spaces are occupied for the majority of the day including the peak
drop off and pick up times. All spaces in the car park except those that are marked with “24/7” restrictio ns are “free and fair game”
before 7am and after 6pm on any School day. Parking in bays that are allocated for School vehicles simply compounds congestion
problems as vehicles returning out of hours are then forced to occupy parental parking bays. Parking in front of the main gates into the
School yard not only obstructs an important emergency entry point to the School but blocks the point where pupils congregate to await
pick up.

Finally, a number of incidences have occurred recently where drivers who are parking in contravention of the published rules have
become quite abusive when challenged (either by other parents or by members of the School's administrative staff). | can understand
the frustration when asked to move on but the rules are being enforced to ensure the safety of all pupils at the School. Getting upset
about being asked to obey them is not going to result in a dispensation and will only leave everyone feeling bruised by events.
“Consideration for others” is a core School value and the car park procedures present an excellent opportunity for us all to demonstrate
our understanding of, and commitment to it.
